Tesis ini difokuskan untuk menghasilkan alternatif model screening untuk mengatasi tingginya NPF. Model

alternatif berupa credit scoring generik yang khusus dikembangkan berdasarkan rasio laporan keuangan

debitur pembiayaan mudharabah dan musyarakah bank syariah Indonesia yang terdapat pada SID-BI. Selain

rasio laporan keuangan penelitian ini juga turut memperhatikan faktor screening berdasarkan rasio keuangan

syariah yaitu debt to equity ratio (DER)<82%. Model yang terbentuk terdiri atas dua model yang dibedakan

berdasarkan jumlah sampel.

 

Hasil penelitian ini menyimpulkan bahwa model credit scoring yang dibentuk berdasarkan rasio laporan

keuangan dapat menjadi alternatif screening pembiayaan bank syariah terutama dalam pembiayaan

mudharabah dan musyarakah untuk debitur perusahaan dengan variabel yang signifikan adalah current

assets/total assets, total debt/total assets, dan sharia compliance (DER<82%).

This research focuses on designing alternative screening model to overcome high NPF rate in sharia

banking. The alternative model is a generic credit scoring model developed from mudharabah and

musyarakah debtor financial database acquired from Debtor Information System (Credit Information

System) - Central Bank of Indonesia. This research also uses sharia compliance factor, the debt to equity

ratio, that must be lower than 82% as one of the screening factors. Based on the number of sample used,

models generated by this research have been classified into two.

 

This research concludes that credit scoring model based on financial ratio can be used as an alternative

screening for mudharabah and musyarakah financing, with current asset/total assets, total debt/total assets,

and sharia compliance factor (DER<82%) as significant variables.
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
